What is a migrant child?

• A child under the age of 20 who has moved due to an economic 
necessity on their own, with or to join a parent/guardian or spouse, 
across school district boundaries (or traveled 20 miles or more one 
way, in a school district of more than 15,000 square miles) within the 
last 36 months to obtain or seek work that is  seasonal or temporary in 
a  fishing, logging or agricultural activity.

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Providing Migrant Services

What are services?  

• Services are a subset of all allowable activities that the MEP can provide through its 
programs and projects. “Services” are those educational or educationally related activities 
that: 

• directly benefit a migrant child; 

• address a need of a migrant child consistent with the SEA’s comprehensive needs 
assessment and service delivery plan; 

• are grounded in scientifically based research or, in the case of support services, are a 
generally accepted practice; and 

• are designed to enable the program to meet its measurable outcomes and contribute to 
the achievement of the State’s performance targets. 
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Types of Services

Instructional Services

• MEP-funded educational activities for children, such as tutoring before or after school.

Support Services

• MEP-funded services that include but are not limited to; health, nutrition, counseling 
and social services for migrant families, necessary educational supplies, and 
transportation.

Referred Services

• An educational or educationally related service funded by another non-MEP program or 
organization that would not have otherwise occurred without the efforts supported by 
MEP-funded staff. The referral must come from a MEP-funded staff and the child must 
receive the referred service.
